confirm they want to vote only in the current Election or permanently for all Elections.
	
*Guns are now not allowed within 40 feet of the building where voting is taking place.
	This will have to be included in training.  If someone comes into the Precinct with
	a gun, they can be asked to go back out and put the gun in their car before voting.
	If they refuse – just let them vote and quickly leave the building.
	If an active shooter is around – OOE will be advised to protect themselves and
	find safety.

	*New Express Vote machines will be delivered in August. Reps will come for three 
	days of training in August.  The Board can have one for L&A testing, another for
	Board training and a third for Chiefs and Assistant Chiefs.
